Vestas Hellas has received orders for three wind power plants in Greece totalling 15 units of 
the V80-2.0 MW turbine and 18 units of the V52-850 kW turbine. The orders comprise 
delivery, supervision and installation of the wind power plants and a five-year warranty, 
operation and maintenance agreement.
